INSTRUCTIONS FOR SETTING UP YOUR MYSQL DATABASE ON YOUR MAC 

Sept. 12, 2012

Please follow the instructions exactly.  Unix, the language used in the terminal window, is sensitive to case so lower and upper case names must be duplicated correctly.  

1. Download MAMP and MAMPPRO which is bundled together and install.  

2. Open the MAMPPro Application and Uninstall MAMPPRO.  Tick all the boxes in the uninstall window except the first one.

3. Open a terminal window.  Check if you have a directory /usr/local/bin. 

    ls -l /usr/local/bin

 

 If you do not then create it.  

      cd /usr

      sudo mkdir local

      cd local

      sudo mkdir bin

The sudo password is your system password.  This must not be blank.  If it is blank, then change it to something else. 

Create a symbolic link from the executable mysql which should be in the /Applications/MAMP/Library/bin to /usr/local/bin

sudo ln -s /Applications/MAMP/Library/bin/mysql   /usr/local/bin/mysql

   4. Go to the applications window and Launch MAMP.  Make sure you do not select MAMPPro demo.  Start the servers.  You should have two green lights indicating the servers are up and running.  Minimize the window. 

   5.  Go back to the Terminal window.  Check if you have a mysql.sock in /Applications/MAMP/tmp/mysql directory

   ls -l  /Applications/MAMP/tmp/mysql

   Create a symbolic link to /tmp/mysql/ directory

sudo ln -s /Applications/MAMP/tmp/mysql/mysql.sock  /tmp/mysql/mysql.sock

6. Now you can run MySQL from the Terminal window and login as root.  Password is root

mysql -h localhost -u root -proot

   or Open the MAMP start menu and select PHPMyAdmin

  7. That is the end of the MAMP setup.  From this point on you need to follow the standard instructions for setting up the database and CTFSDataEntry.  Also note that each time you start your computer you need to Launch MAMP before you can use phpMyAdmin or mysql. 

8.  To upload your database, type the following in mysql:
mysql>SET FOREIGN_KEY_CHECKS=0;

mysql>CREATE DATABASE db_bci;

mysql>USE db_bci;  (where bci should be replaced with the name of your site)

mysql>SOURCE /path to your extracted database.sql file/bci.sql;

mysql> SET FOREIGN_KEY_CHECKS=1;

mysql>COMMIT;

mysql> QUIT;
